To the extent time permits, the
Chair shall thereafter recognize those persons signed up to speak on non-agenda items. Unless, leave
is given by the Chair, (1) all speakers will be limited to three minutes per topic, (2) any identifiable group
of three persons or more shall be required to choose a representative, who shall be limited to five
minutes per topic. When recognized by the Chair during Public Comment, a speaker may request to be
allowed to make his or her comments at the time the Board considers an agenda item. The Chair may
grant or deny such request in the Chair’'s sole discretion.

Definitions:

*"Lobbies" is defined as seeking to influence a district policy or procurement decision or an attempt
to obtain the goodwill of a district official or employee. (112.3261(1)(b), Florida Statutes [F.S.])

*"Lobbyist" is a person who is employed and receives payment, or who contracts for economic
consideration, for the purpose of lobbying, or a person who is principally employed for
governmental affairs by another person or governmental entity to lobby on behalf of that other
person or governmental entity. (112.3215(1)(h), F.S.)

The Board may act upon (including reconsideration) any agenda item at any time during the meeting.
The agenda may be changed only for good cause as determined by the Chair and stated in the record.
If, after the regular time for Public Comment, the agenda is amended to add an item for consideration,
the Chair shall allow public comment on the added agenda item prior to the Board taking action
thereon.

All decisions of the Chair concerning parliamentary procedures, decorum, and rules of order will be
final, unless they are overcome by a majority of the members of the Board in attendance.

If any person decides to appeal any decision with respect to any action considered at the above
referenced meeting and hearing, such person may need to ensure a verbatim record of the proceeding
is made to include testimony and evidence upon which the appeal is made.

RECOMMENDATION
Approve renewal of Water Use Permit number 2-001-218914-3 with eighteen standard conditions and
nine special limiting conditions to Tomoka Hills Farms, Inc. in Alachua County.

BACKGROUND

This Water Use Permit (WUP) was an existing agricultural water use that is transitioning to a
proposed golf course. The project is located southwest of the US Highway 441-Interstate-75
intersection in the western portion of the City of Alachua, in Alachua County; and consists of 329
controlled and 94 acres of irrigated golf turf. Groundwater from two proposed wells (Station IDs
157272 and 157273) will be used to supplement an irrigation holding pond from which a surface water
pump (Station ID 157275) will irrigate golf turf through multiple sprinklers. Potable water supplied from
the City of Alachua Utilities is used to provide the water needs of the clubhouse, employees, and cart
washing.

Due to the re-working of onsite soils, drier soil properties were simulated when using the GIS-Based
Water Resources and Agricultural Permitting and Planning System model to determine the 45.18
inches/year of supplemental irrigation for golf turf and 31.85 inches/year for supplemental irrigation for
landscape turf. Staff recommends the golf course irrigation system be audited and the irrigation rate
be reassessed after turf establishment.

Pursuant to the Lower Santa Fe/ Ichetucknee Rivers minimum flows and levels regulatory strategy,
the permittee provided an impact offset for the proposed allocation increase. The offset includes an
agreement with the permittee of WUP 219542, Waco of Alabama, to voluntarily retire 0.2 million
gallons per day of allocation at their project located approximately two miles southwest of the
proposed golf course. This allocation retirement partially offsets the potential impact of the golf
course’s total requested allocation; therefore, the permit duration shall be limited to a five-year
duration. The permittee will monitor surface and groundwater use using totalizing flow meters and
report monthly water use online biennially. The application is complete and meets the conditions for
issuance in Chapter 40B-2, F.A.C.

USE STATUS: This is a renewal with a change to recreational type use.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

This project is a proposed golf course located southwest of the US Highway 441, and Interstate-75
intersection in western City of Alachua, in Alachua County; and consists of 329 controlled and 94
irrigated acres. Groundwater from two proposed wells (Station IDs 157272 and 157273) will be used
to supplement an irrigation holding pond from which irrigation pump (Station ID 157275) will be used
to irrigate golf turf through multiple sprinklers. Potable water supplied by the City of Alachua Utilities is
used to provide the water needs of the clubhouse, employees, and cart washing.

To meet the recovery strategy for the Lower Santa Fe River Basin, the permittee provided an impact
offset for the proposed increase in allocation at the golf course. The permittee entered into an
agreement with the permittee of Water Use Permit 219542, Waco of Alabama, to voluntarily retire 0.2
million gallons per day (mgd) of allocation at the Waco of Alabama site, located approximately two
miles southwest of the proposed golf course. Based on the net allocation offset the permit meets
conditions for issuance. As the potential impact of the total requested allocation is not fully offset, the
permit duration shall be five years.

The permittee will monitor water use from the supply wells and irrigation pump using totalizing flow
meters and will report monthly water use online biennially using District form EN-50.

WATER USE CALCULATIONS:

The project soils will be freshly disturbed and the native soil properties altered due to construction and
grading of the new course and landscape. Therefore, conservative soil properties were used in the
GIS-Based Water Resources and Agricultural Permitting and Planning System (GWRAPPS) model to
determine a higher-than-average demand of 45.18 in/yr of supplemental irrigation for golf turf, and
31.85 in/yr for landscape turf. Staff recommends the golf course irrigation system be audited and the
irrigation rate be reassessed after the planted turf has established and post-development site
characteristics are better known.

PERMIT APPLICATION REVIEW:

Staff have determined this application meets the conditions for issuance set forth in section 373.223,
Florida Statutes and rule 40B-2.301, Florida Administrative Code. A summary of the staff review is
provided below:

Project withdrawals were modeled and showed a simulated Upper Floridan aquifer drawdown of less
than 0.5 feet at the project boundary; therefore, groundwater withdrawals at this project are not
expected to interfere with any presently existing legal uses of water. Staff evaluated NRCS soils data
in the area, wetland inventories, and aerial imagery compared with the simulated groundwater
drawdown. Staff does not expect this continued use of groundwater to cause harm to crops and other
types of vegetation, including wetlands and other surface waters, or cause damage to the habitat of
endangered or threatened species at the site or adjacent properties for the duration of the permit.

Water use consistent with the aforementioned supplemental irrigation models and industry standards
is economic and efficient. The permittee implements the following water conservation measures for
the recreational use: checking daily for irrigation leaks and repairing them as needed, eliminating
over-seeding on the fairways, hand-watering heavy use areas, and receiving recommendations from
an irrigation consultant.

The proposed withdrawals are in accordance with MFLs and MFL recovery strategies pursuant to
Chapters 62-42 and 40B-8, F.A.C.; and Emergency Rule 40BER17-01. Additionally, cumulative
reductions in flow from the allocation were evaluated at the Outstanding Florida Springs (OFS) and no
measurable reductions were recorded. No OFS listed in 40BER17-01 has an estimated cumulative

flow decline of 9.9%.

The District reserves the right to open this permit, following notice to the permittee, to include a
permit condition prohibiting withdrawals for resource protection.

The lowest quality water source, such as reclaimed water or surface water, shall be used in
lieu of groundwater at this project when technically, economically, and environmentally
feasible.

The permittee shall implement and/or maintain the conservation practices selected in the
Water Conservation Plan submitted to the District. Any new practices selected shall be
implemented within one year from the date of permit issuance. Practices that involve
scheduling methods or maintenance shall be documented. Documentation for implementation
and/or maintenance shall be maintained on all practices and available upon request.

The permittee’s water use shall be consistent with the MFL prevention or recovery strategy
developed for any water body from which this permitted water use directly or indirectly
withdraws or diverts water, pursuant to subsection 40B-2.301(2)(h), F.A.C.

Following the effective date of the re-evaluated Minimum Flows and Levels adopted pursuant

Authorize the Executive Director to enter into agreements with the Florida Department of
Environmental Protection to receive Alternative Water Supply (AWS) Funds and to enter into
agreements with local cooperative entities to implement the projects for Fiscal Year 2024-2025.

BACKGROUND

During the final months of calendar year 2023, District staff collaborated with local governments
and interested stakeholders throughout the 15-county area, inviting them to submit AWS
projects.

In May 2024, the Governing Board authorized the Executive Director to recommend and submit
five project applications to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) for
consideration for the AWS Funding. In June 2024, FDEP opened an application portal for
entities to submit additional projects. Three additional projects within the District were submitted
through FDEP portal and reviewed by FDEP and District staff.

FDEP has allocated $55,000,000 in AWS funding to fourteen projects across the state. The total
AWS funding awarded to the District and cooperators includes $5,705,000 for two District
projects and one local cooperator project administered by the District.

Attached is a list of the projects approved for AWS Grant Funding. The District will enter into
agreements with FDEP to receive the funding and agreements with sub-recipients on the
projects listed in the attached spreadsheet. Funding for these projects are included in the Fiscal
Year 2024-2025 budget.

BACKGROUND

During the final months of calendar year 2023, District staff collaborated with local governments
and interested stakeholders throughout the 15-county area, inviting them to submit Springs and
watershed restoration projects.

In May 2024, the Governing Board authorized the Executive Director to submit thirteen project
applications to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) for consideration for
the Springs Funding and multi-year commitments. In June 2024, FDEP opened an application
portal for entities to submit additional projects. Twelve additional projects within the District were
submitted through FDEP portal and reviewed by FDEP and District staff.

FDEP has awarded funding to ten projects and seven multi-year projects. Of the twenty-five
submitted projects, two were funded under the Springs program, one was funded in the AWS
program and twenty-two were not funded. Within the District, $5,416,000 in projects were
funded. The Springs Grant Funding includes one project for $1,616,000 and one project for
$3,800,000 that will be directly funded from FDEP to the local cooperative entities.

RECOMMENDATION
Approve Resolution 2025-04, conveying the Newberry Wellfield Tract owned by the District the City of
Newberry.

BACKGROUND

The District purchased approximately 99.22 +/- acres in Alachua County for the purpose of providing a
location for a potable water supply for the City of Newberry, known as the Newberry Wellfield. The
purchase was made through the District’'s Local Government Assistance Program.

In December 2003, a portion of the Newberry Wellfield Tract, 38.56 +/- acres, was conveyed to the
City of Newberry with the District retaining a conservation easement. That property is used by the
county as part of the Easton Sports Complex.

In 2018, the City of Newberry requested that the District convey the remaining 60.66 +/- acres to
assume control of the wellfield and provide additional passive recreation opportunities to their
community. On March 09, 2021, the Lands Committee approved the conveyance and authorized staff
to establish terms with the City of Newberry on the future use of the property. On April 13, 2021, the
Governing Board surplused the property to the needs of the District and approved the conveyance.

The District has finalized the terms of the easement with the City of Newberry, which allows for
additional potable wells to supply the City's water supply, continued passive recreation such as
archery and laser tag, as well as the addition of four flat fields and lights. The flat fields were included
in the City’s original proposal to the Lands Committee and Governing Board in 2021. Permanent
structures and any utilities not associated with the lights are prohibited.

The conveyance includes a conservation easement and clause that ownership will revert to the
District should the land use become inconsistent with the easement terms.

The City has a baseline documentation report as required by the easement. The conveyance is
consistent with 373.056, Florida Statutes, which authorizes transfers of District land to other public
agencies where it is found to be in the public interest.

A map of the property to be conveyed is attached.

The following information provides a status update on special projects within the Office of
Land Management.

Mount Gilead Tract: EUTAW, Inc provided an estimate for design to update and fortify the
boat ramp. Project is on hold pending hurricane repairs at other sites.

Owen Springs Tract: The project is to improve public accessibility and reduce impacts to
the natural system is underway. The heavy daylighting of main roads is completed.
Reconfiguration of the parking area to increase parking spaces and improved access to the
spring to reduce erosion are both planned.

Starke Bypass Mitigation Area: The annual monitoring report generated by a FLDOT
contractor was submitted in February. The report shows a continued overall trend towards
success in meeting objectives listed in the wetland restoration plan. The 2025 work plan has
also been submitted and approved. Contractors plan on conducting the first round of
mechanical vegetation control around all the planted saplings within the next month.

Steinhatchee Falls: Topographic surveys and geotechnical investigations for the boat ramp
reconstruction are complete. Preliminary site plans have been developed. Site design and
engineering is 90 percent complete. FDEP and ACOE permits have been issued.

Telford Spring: In July, the District opened Telford Spring to the public. EUTAW, Inc has
completed a conceptual plan to improve parking and public access. The initial phase to
develop the parking lot is planned.

Storm Facility Repairs: Hurricane Debby and Hurricane Helene have damaged public use
areas to varying degrees. Eight sites are currently undergoing plans for assessment and
construction costs to repair. The sites under assessment are Suwannee Springs, Falmouth
Springs, Owen Springs, Steinhatchee Falls, Blue Sink, Atsena Otie Key, and Lukens. FEMA
conducted site inspections for 3 of the damaged facilities. Falmouth Springs remains closed
due to damage to the boardwalk.

In 2021, the District and Alachua Conservation Trust amended the agreement to include an
updated management plan.

The District and Alachua Conservation Trust continue to cooperatively manage Rock Bluff and
again desire to update the management plan with current activities.

RECOMMENDATION

Authorize the twenty-year extension of the lease agreement between the District, Department of
Environmental Protection, and the Division of Recreation and Parks for the Woods Ferry River
Camp property.

BACKGROUND
In 2005, the District, Department of Environmental Protection, and the Division of Recreation
and Parks entered into Contract Number 04/05-269 for lease of the Woods Ferry River Camp

property.

In March 2025, the District, Department of Environmental Protection, and the Division of
Recreation and Parks expressed interest in exercising the contract’s clause to extend the lease
agreement for an additional twenty (20) years.

Staff requests the Governing Board authorize the twenty-year extension of the lease agreement
between the District, Department of Environmental Protection, and the Division of Recreation
and Parks for the Woods Ferry River Camp property.
