32. Adjournment 
 

Any member of the public who desires to address the Board at a Board Meeting must appear in person at 
the Board Meeting and sign up (including the completion of the required speaker forms showing any agenda 
item(s) on which the speaker wishes to comment) with District staff before the time designated for Public 
Comment on the agenda. During Public Comment, the chair shall recognize those persons signed up to 
speak on agenda items first. To the extent time permits, the chair may thereafter recognize those persons 
signed up to speak on non-agenda items. Provided that if, after the regular time for Public Comment, the 
agenda is amended to add an item for consideration, the chair shall allow public comment on the added 
agenda item prior to the Board taking action thereon. Unless leave is given by the chair, (1) all speakers will 
be limited to a maximum of three minutes per topic, (2) any identifiable group of three persons or more shall 
be required to choose a representative, who shall be limited to a maximum of five minutes per topic. 
Speakers will have an option to waive in support or opposition of a position, in lieu of speaking.  
 
When recognized by the chair during Public Comment, a speaker may request to be allowed to make his or 
her comments at the time the Board considers an agenda item. The chair may grant or deny such request in 
the Chair’s sole discretion. 
 
The Board may act upon (including reconsideration) any agenda item at any time during a Board Meeting. 
The agenda may be changed only for good cause as determined by the Chair and stated in the record.  
 
The chair may order the removal, from the Board Meeting, of any person interfering with the expeditious or 
orderly process of such Board Meeting, provided the chair has first issued a warning that continued
